2. Approve Actions Relative to the FY 08/09 California Transit Security Assistance 

Grant Program 
 
In a memorandum to Committee, Capital and Grant Programs Manager Gayle S. Prior, 
Auditor-Controller Joseph Wire and General Manager Celia Kupersmith reported on 
staff’s recommendation to authorize all actions necessary relative to the FY 08/09 
California Transit Assistance Grant Program administered by the Governor’s Office of 
Homeland Security.  The report stated that in November 2006, California voters approved 
Proposition 1B, the Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality and Port Security 
Bond Act of 2006.  This bond provides almost $20 billion in state general obligation 
bonds for approximately 14 different categories of transportation projects.  One bond 
category, the Transit System Safety, Security and Disaster Response program (Transit 
Assistance Funds), will be administered by the Governor’s Office of Homeland Security 
(OHS).  Funds from this program are available to State Transit Assistance (STA) eligible 
agencies, including the District, and the program is distributed by the same formula as are 
STA funds.   
 
The report also stated that as a part of the October 15, 2008, FY 08/09 California Transit 
Security Grant Program, California Transit Assistance Fund, Program Guidelines and 
Application Kit issued by OHS, project applicants are required to adopt a resolution 
appointing individuals or positions to act on behalf of the applicant and its governing 
body and to provide related certifications and assurances.  The report noted that Transit 
Assistance Funds in the amount of $802,488 will be available to the District to support 
the Advanced Communications and Information Systems project. 
 
The report further stated that staff recommends that all necessary actions related to the 
above-described grant program be authorized, in order to secure Transit Assistance funds 
to support the District’s transit security capital projects.  A copy of the staff report is 
available in the Office of the District Secretary and on the District’s web site. 

  
At the meeting, Celia Kupersmith noted that the disbursement of funds from the FY 
08/09 California Transit Assistance Grant Program was announced at a press conference 
held at the Golden Gate Bridge on June 12, 2008.

3. Approve Actions Relative to the Grant Agreement with the California Coastal 

Conservancy for Grant Funds to Support the Toll Plaza East Parking Lot Restroom 
Facility Improvements 
 
In a memorandum to Committee, Capital and Grant Programs Manager Gayle S. Prior, 
Auditor-Controller Joseph Wire and General Manager Celia Kupersmith reported on 
staff’s recommendation to authorize entering into an Agreement with the California 
Coastal Conservancy (Conservancy) for grant funds to support the design of the Toll 
Plaza East Parking Lot Restroom Facility Improvements project.   
 
The report stated that pursuant to Chapter 4.5 of Division 21 of the California Public 
Resources Code, the Conservancy has granted the District $500,000 to support design 
work associated with improvements to the restrooms located in the Golden Gate Bridge 
Toll Plaza east parking lot.  The Agreement between the District and the Conservancy 
requires that the Board of Directors adopt a resolution authorizing the execution of the 
agreement and approving its terms and conditions.  The term of the Agreement shall run 
from its effective date through December 31, 2010, and all design work shall be 
completed no later than June 3, 2010.  The report further stated that staff recommends 
that all necessary actions related to the above-described grant program be authorized, in 
order to secure Conservancy grant funds to support design of the Toll Plaza East Parking 
Lot Restroom Facility Improvements project.  A copy of the staff report is available in 
the Office of the District Secretary and on the District’s web site. 

  
At the meeting, Celia Kupersmith briefly described the background of the Conservancy’s 
Commemorative Golden Gate Bridge License Plate Program, noting that although the 
Conservancy has not been selling as many of the commemorative license plates at it had 
hoped, the District will still receive the $500,000 in grant funds per the agreement.  She 
stated that the District has committed to help publicize the Commemorative Golden Gate 
Bridge License Plate Program on behalf of the Conservancy through Golden Gate Transit 
bus side advertisements.  Ms. Kupersmith commended Deputy General Manager/Bridge 
Division Kary Witt and Capital and Grant Programs Director Gayle Prior for their 
diligent work in obtaining these non-traditional grant funds through the Conservancy. 
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Staff recommended and the Committee concurred by motion made and seconded by 
Directors HERNÁNDEZ/BORO to forward the following recommendation to the 
Board of Directors for its consideration:

1. Authorize Execution of a Professional Services Agreement with JFC & Associates, 

Relative to Request for Proposals No. 2009-FT-6, Asset Management System 
Consultant Services 
 
In a memorandum to Committee, Business System Implementation Manager Marvin 
Miller, Director of Planning Alan Zahradnik, Deputy General Manager/Ferry Division 
James P. Swindler and General Manager Celia Kupersmith reported on staff’s 
recommendation to authorize execution of a Professional Services Agreement (PSA) with 
JFC & Associates relative to Request for Proposals (RFP) No. 2009-FT-6, Asset 
Management System Consultant Services. 
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The report stated that on November 20, 2008, the Board of Directors approved the award 
of Contract No. 2008-MD-2, Asset and Vehicle Fluid Management System, to IBM 
Corporation, to implement the IBM Maximo system.  As part of that action, the Board 
authorized an increase in the District Division Capital Budget, which included $349,000 
for Consultant services to:  (1)  provide configuration of the IBM Maximo system; (2)  to 
work with staff during implementation and training; and, (3) to develop system hierarchy 
and preventative maintenance job plans for use by the Ferry Division personnel. 
 
The report also stated that on December 3, 2008, the District issued RFP No. 2009-FT-6, 
and received a single proposal from JFC & Associates (JFC) by the due date of 
December 29, 2008.  An Evaluation Committee composed of staff and the District's 
Attorney reviewed the proposal and found that JFC met all the RFP requirements.  The 
criteria included the following:  (1) extensive Marine and Maximo experience; (2) a high 
level of technical expertise and experience; (3) an appropriate work plan; and, (4) 
sufficient availability of staff to meet District needs.  Also, staff determined that the cost 
proposal submitted by JFC is a fair and reasonable price; and that JFC is charging the 
District a lower hourly rate than it has offered other governmental agencies.  Also, it was 
noted that JFC’s price is considerably less than the amount staff budgeted for this work.  
 
The report further stated that there were no Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) 
requirements for this RFP.  The DBE Program Office has determined that JFC is not 
certified as a DBE; therefore, no DBE participation is anticipated during the performance 
of this PSA.  This project is 100% grant funded, and the requisite funds are included in 
the FY 08/09 District Division Capital Budget.  A copy of the staff report is available in 
the Office of the District Secretary and on the District’s web site. 
 
Staff recommended and the Committee concurred by motion made and seconded by 
Directors PAHRE/EDDIE to forward the following recommendation to the Board of 
Directors for its consideration:

The Finance-Auditing Committee recommends that the Board of Directors authorize 
execution of a Professional Services Agreement with JFC & Associates, Chatham, MA, 
relative to Request for Proposals No. 2009-FT-6, Asset Management System Consultant 
Services, in an amount not to exceed $119,000, for a seven-month term, with six one-
month options, in an amount not to exceed $38,640 over the six-month period, for a total 
cost of $157,640; with the understanding that requisite funds (100% grant funded) are 
included in the FY 08/09 District Division Capital Budget.

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2. Authorize Continued Funding for the Annual Recurring Maintenance and Support 

for the IFAS Financial/Human Resource/Payroll System with Sungard Public 
Sector Relative to the Contract No. 2003-D-1, Financial Management System and 
Other Related Items 
 
In a memorandum to Committee, Information Systems Director Bob Haar, Deputy 
General Manager/Administration and Development Z Johnson and General Manager 
Celia Kupersmith reported on staff’s recommendation to authorize continued funding for 
the annual recurring maintenance and support of the IFAS Financial/Human 
Resource/Payroll System with SunGard Public Sector (previously Sungard Bi-Tech) 
relative to Contract No. 2003-D-l, Financial Management System and Other Related 
Items,. 
 
The report stated that on September 19, 2003, the Board authorized a contract with 
Sungard Public Sector (Sungard) for financial management systems software, along with 
the necessary maintenance and support for the IFAS Financial/Human Resources/Payroll 
System.  The original five-year contract has recently expired, and staff is requesting that 
funding for recurring maintenance and support be approved.  The proposed annual 
maintenance fee of $55,000 (a savings of approximately $6,600) for these services 
reflects staff’s  ability to negotiate a lower rate for these services, as the negotiations were 
based on the 14 actual modules that were implemented versus the 18 modules that were 
originally intended to be implemented.  The proposed fee is subject to an annual cost 
increase not to exceed Consumer Price Index, plus 2%.Since the IFAS system has been 
successfully implemented at the District and Sungard has provided excellent services, the 
continued annual maintenance and support is an important component of the overall 
contract.   
 
Further, staff recommends approval of a contingency fund in an approximate amount of 
$10,000, for the purchase of any replacement modules.  Funds for these services are 
included in the FY 08/09 District Division Budget and will be budgeted in future years. A 
copy of the staff report is available in the Office of the District Secretary and on the 
District’s web site.  
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Staff recommended and the Committee concurred by motion made and seconded by 
Directors PAHRE/REILLY to forward the following recommendation to the Board of 
Directors for its consideration:

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1. Approve the 2008 Conflict of Interest Code, as Amended 
 

In a memorandum to Committee, Deputy General Manager, Administration Z. Wayne 
Johnson, Secretary of the District Janet Tarantino and General Manager Celia 
Kupersmith reported on staff’s recommendation to approve adoption of the 2008 Conflict 
of Interest Code and submit it to the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) for its 
approval. 
 
The report stated that California Government Code Section 87306.5 requires every local 
agency to review its Conflict of Interest Code (Code) in each even-numbered year and to 
amend the Code, if needed, due to changed circumstances.  Staff and the Attorney have 
reviewed the District’s current Code and have determined that it should be updated to 
reflect: (1) new positions; (2) reclassifications; (3) revisions to disclosure categories; and, 
(4) reorganization of the disclosure categories to follow suggested FPPC disclosure 
categories and to better reflect the District’s operations.  The recommended amendments 
were presented to the Board of Directors at its meeting of October 24, 2008, as an 
informational item in the General Manager’s Report.   
 
The report also stated that, in accordance with the regulations set forth by the FPPC, a 
Notice of Intention to Amend a Conflict of Interest Code (Notice) providing for a 45-day 
written comment period, was publicly posted beginning October 27, 2008, through 
December 10, 2008.  The Notice was sent to: (1)  the FPPC; (2)  the County Clerks of 
San Francisco, Marin, Sonoma, Napa, Mendocino and Del Norte, the six counties that 
make up the District; (3)  members of the Board of Directors; (4)  District employees; 
and, (5)   consultants who file a FPPC Form 700 Statement of Economic Interests with 
the District.  In addition, the Notice was posted on the District's web site and on the 
public notice bulletin board located in the lobby of the Golden Gate Bridge Toll Plaza 
Administration Building.

10. Inquiries from Members of the Board of Directors 

 
• Director Grosboll inquired as to whether steps can be taken to cancel Board of 

Directors meetings that are anticipated to last only five or ten minutes due to a 
minimal agenda.  In response, Ms. Kupersmith stated that, in accordance with the 
Rules of the Board (Rules), Board action is required to cancel Board of Directors 
meetings.  Ms. Kupersmith noted that staff endeavors to streamline the number of 
meetings held each month, but the need to take action on items sometimes drives 
the necessity for meetings.  She also stated that staff will study this matter and 
report back to the Board at a later date.  In addition, Mr. Miller stated that the 
Rules can be amended through the Committee process to create an exception so 
that Board meetings can be cancelled at the discretion of the President or General 
Manager.  Furthermore, President Boro commented that it would be beneficial to 
revisit the Rules on this matter to afford staff more flexibility.       

 
• Director Newhouse Segal inquired as to whether any federal funding from the 

Federal Stimulus Package would be forthcoming for District projects.  In 
response, President Boro stated that he has met with Congresswoman Lynn 
Woolsey, as well as other local officials, to request that funding for Main Cable 
Recoating project be included in the Federal Stimulus Package.  In addition, Ms. 
Kupersmith clarified that projects eligible to receive Federal Stimulus Package 
funds are restricted to infrastructure projects that have a start date within the next 
180 days, and that the Main Cable Recoating project fits the criteria.  She further 
noted that, at this time, the Main Cable Recoating Project is 100% District funded, 
and that receipt of Federal Stimulus Package funding for this project would be a 
windfall to the District.  Ms. Kupersmith stated that the Golden Gate Bridge 
Physical Suicide Deterrent System project is still in the environmental process 
and therefore does not meet the criteria for this funding.  In conclusion, Ms. 
Kupersmith stated that the District has also requested support for stimulus funding 
from the American Public Transportation Association and the Passenger Vessel 
Association. 

 
Director Kerns added that Congresswoman Lynn Woolsey recently convened a 
meeting of local elected officials in Sonoma County to discuss the Federal 
Stimulus Package for the purpose of identifying the County’s needs, and that she 
informed the group that at this time it is not clear on how the funds will be 
distributed. 
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• President Boro announced that he will be working with Assemblyman Tom 
Ammiano to consider formation of a 501c3 non-profit group to generate financial 
support from external public and private sources to finance the Golden Gate 
Bridge Physical Suicide Deterrent System (Suicide Deterrent).  President Boro 
stated that a meeting with Assemblyman Ammiano will take place next week to 
further discuss this concept.   Mr. Miller stated that if the intent of the Board were 
to have the fundraising for the Suicide Deterrent Project be operated by a 501c3 
outside of the District, he would be available for pro-bono services.  In 
conclusion, President Boro stated that it would be important to separate the 501c3 
from the District; therefore, the burden for funding would be with the public.
