ROUTE DESCRIPTION

Route 101 operates daily along the full length of the GGT
system from Santa Rosa to San Francisco and serves
points along the Highway 101 corridor. Route 150 serves
the same route but begins in San Rafael. Route 130 trav-
els between San Rafael and San Francisco via Sausalito.
Some Route 130 trips serve the Canal. Routes 130 and
150 serve all bus pads along their routes, while Route
101 only serves the DelLong Bus Pad in Novato. Due to
varying traffic conditions along Highway 101, times in
this schedule are subject to change. Check
goldengate.org or call 511 (711 TDD) for updates.

FARES effective July 1, 2025

Fares vary depending on distance traveled. Route 101
passes through GGT fare zones 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6. See
the GGT System Map or Transit Guide for fare zone
boundaries. For example, the Adult Cash Fare for travel
from Santa Rosa (Zone 6) to San Rafael (Zone 3) is
$10.00 and to San Francisco (Zone 1) is $14.75. The
fare for travel entirely within Sonoma County is $3.00,
and for travel entirely within Marin County is $2.00. A
change card valid for future rides on Golden Gate Tran-
sit will be issued if your change exceeds $1. Please ad-
vise the driver of your ultimate destination at the time
you board the bus, so that the appropriate fare can be
determined and any necessary transfer can be issued.
